
PAYMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLE REGISTRATION FEES IN SIMBA  
 
As you are aware the Kenya Revenue Authority w.e.f  2nd April 2007, 
implemented the payment of motor vehicle registration fees before release of 
vehicles from designated places of discharge through F147. That procedure was 
temporary pending the enhancement of the system logic to compute motor 
vehicle registration fees alongside other import duties. 
In this regard, the enhancement has now been deployed and will be implemented 
w.e.f from 15th October 2007. 
Highlighted below please find the changes effected on the screen of capturing of 
motor vehicle details. Clearing Agents are kindly reminded to strictly adhere to 
the new conditions and where in doubt to always enquire before registering the 
entry.  
The capturing of the details will continue as before but please note that there are 
two additional fields (VEHICLE CATEGORY AND VEHICLE SOURCE) that are 
critical to computation of the registration fees as shown below.

Other important fields that must be captured correctly include: chassis 
number, engine number condition(used/new) and year of manufacture, drive 
side make and model.
